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The objective of this research was to survey the parents’ opinions of the students in 33
classrooms, in which the student teachers performed their student teaching, of Kasetsart
University Laboratory School, Center for Educational Research and Development. The opinions
were on the roles of the student teachers who performed their student teaching during the second
semester of the 2006 academic year. The population was the parents in the mentioned classrooms
who answered all the questions in the questionnaires. The sample group was drawn from 30
percents of the population. The research instrument was a questionnaire which divided into 2
parts; part one - the parents’ demographic information and part two - the opinions on the roles of
the student teachers. Frequency, percentage and content analysis were used to analyze the data.
The research results revealed that; (1) the student teachers could help the teacher trainers to take
good care of the students and gave good advice to the students. Due to not much difference in
age, the students felt free to converse with the student teachers and were willing to participate in
activities provided by the student teachers. On the other hand, if the student teachers were
immature and lack of ethics, they could be bad influence on the students. Therefore, the key to
the student teachers’ success was that the teacher trainers had to give closely advise to the
students teachers to act appropriately. (2) The student teachers who were technology proficiency
could help promote the students’ learning. However, the student teachers were lack of teaching
experiences. (3) There were good relations among the student teachers and the students. (4)
Most parents were agreed to have the student teachers in their children’s classrooms in the point
that - providing opportunities for the student teachers to have teacher training prior to their
teaching profession was to help develop the country. However, the teacher trainers had to
provide the training on teaching methodology, appropriate conducts, dressing, and ethics. The
teacher trainers had to give closely advice sand should not allow the student teachers to teach the

entire curriculum.
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
