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Abstract

“Multidisciplinary Activities Encouraging Development of Conscience and Concentration of
Mathayom Suksa 2 students” is an Action Research according to the School Classroom Action
Research Projects that has begun since 2004. The purposes of this research were to develop the
desirable characters with stable conscience of Mathayom Suksa 2 Room 6 students by means of
morning conversation activities, to develop the morning conversation activities for Mathayom Suksa
2 Room students and to study the satisfaction of the students towards the activities.

Population were 278 students from 7 classes of Mathayom Suksa 2 students during the
second semester of academic year 2004. Samples were 40 students from one class of Mathayom
Suksa 2, in the second semester of academic year 2004.

The research instruments were the morning conversation activities plans, the desirable
characters with stable conscience checklist, the desirable characters with stable conscience summary,
the desirable characters with stable conscience observation form by teacher, the desirable characters
with stable conscience summary form by teacher, the journal of observation memoranda, the
reflection on attitude of the students towards the morning conversation activities and the summary on
attitude of the students towards the morning conversation activities.

The research procedures were as following;

1. The data collection

1.1 The researcher collected data from 9 activities of the morning conversation activities as
following:

Activity 1 “A magic envelope”; Activity 2 “A message from heaven”; Activity 3
“Storytelling gets brilliant”; Activity 4 “Swift, brave and smile”; Activity 5 “Summarizing the song
‘Who is clever’; Activity 6 “Bone fumble with conscious”; Activity 7 “Answering a quiz about
poem languages™; Activity 8 “Being well-informed about News” and Activity 9 “Someone who

greet beautifully give a lot of sweets”.



1.2 The teacher recorded observation results while students participating in the activities and
results of student work in the desirable characters with stable conscience observation form by teacher
and keep journal of the observation memoranda.

1.3 The students self-assessed the desirable characters of their participations in the desirable
characters with stable conscience checklist.

1.4 The students kept journal of memoranda after contributing in the activities.

2. Data analysis
All data were quantitatively analyzed by frequency counts, percentage and quality
computation by the researcher.
The result indicated that
1. The result of development of the desirable characters of the students wit the morning
conversation activities are:
1.1 The analysis of the desirable characters of the students in each activity by teacher
has a highly significant levels of the desirable characters of the students in all aspects of the 9
activities as follows :
1. The systematic learning process.
2. Both physical and mind health were strong.
3. Self-reliance, belief and confidence to righteousness
4. Stable conscience and skill to manage with stress.
5. Adapt to changes and living in the society peacefully.
6. Good conscience towards other person and the environment.
On the other hand, the unprecedented low level of desirable characters in the esthetic
are music, arts and culture.
1.2 The analysis of the desirable characters of the students by students marked the
highest level in creative thinking. On the other hand, the lowest result of the desirable characters are

good conscience towards other person and the environment.

2. The evaluation of the morning conversation activities.



2.1 Quality of the activities was considerably good. The teacher could use these
activities in their further teachings.

2.2 Evaluation of each morning conversation activity described from the journal
memoranda by teacher analyzed qualitatively found that the students were attentive and enthusiastic
in all of 9 activities. Problems were the less the time in participating the activities. And the
suggestions said the teacher should use the available time more effectively in each activity.

2.3 Evaluation of each morning conversation activity described from the journal
memoranda by students found that was extremely high significant that they could better develop their
conscience and concentration in all of 7 activities as following : Activity 2 “A message from heaven”
; Activity 3 “Storytelling gets brilliant”; Activity 5 “Summarizing the song ‘Who is clever’”;
Activity 6 “Bone fumble with conscious”; Activity 7 “Answering a quiz about poem languages”;
Activity 8 “Being well-informed about News” and Activity 9 “Someone who greet beautifully give a
lot of sweets”.

The activities that the students found most enjoyable and relaxed were Activity 1
“A magic envelope”; and Activity 4 “Swift, brave and smile”.

The students extremely suggested that the teacher should continue Activity 1 “A magic
envelope”; Activity 7 “Answering a quiz about poem languages” and Activity 9 “Someone who

greet beautifully give a lot of sweets” next semester for new students.

3. The satisfaction of the students towards the activities.

3.1 The analysis of the students’ opinions from the desirable characters with stable
conscience checklist found that generally, the highly ranking opinion was “Benefited from
participating the morning conversation activities”. In addition, the highest ranking opinion was
“The morning conversation activities could develop the desirable characters with stable conscience”.

3.2 The evaluation of satisfaction towards the morning conversation activities by students
found that the activities students likes the most was Activity 7 “Answering a quiz about poem
language”. But in general, the widest satisfaction most students likes were Activity 8 “Being well-

informed about News” and Activity 9 “Someone who greet beautifully give a lot of sweets”.
